AN ANALYSIS OF MATTHEW 24

Introduction: Mt. 24:1-3

1.      Jesus predicts the destruction of the temple, 1-2

(1)    When will the temple be destroyed?  ANSWER: Lk. 21:20-24

This question is NOT answered in Matthew.

II.
CHRIST’S COMING AND CHRISTENDOM -  Mt. 24:45-25:30

Note:  These parables picture “Christendom” when Christ comes for His Church.  It is a mixture of good and bad, saved and unsaved, similar to the Kingdom pictured in Matthew 13.

CHRIST’S COMING AND THE GENTILE NATIONS – 25:31-46

Note: This judgment must not be confused with the White Throne of Rev. 20.  There are three groups: “brethren” (the Jews), “sheep” (people who received the Jews during the Tribulation), and “goats” (the people who persecuted the Jews and rejected the message).
